Triennial Review and Strategic Plan

Last term the school undertook its Triennial Review. All government schools examine data collected over the previous
3 years in such areas as student achievement in English and Maths as well as survey data. A report is prepared and
verified by an external reviewer appointed by the department. This gives the school an opportunity to reflect on its
successes and identify areas for improvement.

The review process identified, in general, when individual results are aggregated our students are performing at about
state average in English and Mathematics according to the NAPLAN tests and teacher judgements. Most of our
students achieve ABO or ACO grades. Teachers wi

demand/ online tests to provide additional assess

individual needs. We will also focus on improving the skills of our teachers to engage students and improve our
curriculum. Further introduction of information technology such as interactive whiteboards will form part of the
strategies we will use. Survey data reflected high levels of overall satisfaction in parent and staff survey data.

This term we are developing our Strategic Plan for the next three years that will list our goals and initial strategies to
direct our future improvements.

Voluntary Contributions 2010
School Council decided at its last meeting not to increase the voluntary contributions for Curriculum Resources and
Fundraising Levies. These contributions compliment funding received from DEECD for our programs and resources.
Building and Grounds levy was increased from $30 to $40 per family. This increase will assist us to fund additional
projects to continue our improvement of school facilities eg landscaping around our new and existing buildings. We
appreciate your ongoing support.
